1, In accordence with refersnces (a), (b), (¢) and (d) Ensign
David Jenkina, USCG reported to this unit to relieve Redioc Electrician
W.H.Keel, USCG at 1030, 5 September 1948, Relief was effected between
landings ef a power beat frem CGC CLOVER; therefore allowing but a
quick inspection of this statiom to be made, and the commissary was
accepted without a jeint imventory, An inventory of registered pub-
liontiens was completed, and there being no unexecuted crders Ensign
Jenkins relieved Radio Electrician Keel at 1100, No drills were held
since the men off watch were engaged in loading stores,

2e Considering the age of equipment eand extremes of weather this
atation 1s in satisfactory condition to meet the forthcoming winter,
411 thres main engines are in excellent shape, and the electronie
equipment iz functioning properly with a spare timer and transmitter
availeble at all times. Minor btreaks in the loran transmitting
antenna ground system have besen repaired since 5 September. Spare
parte on hand or on order are up to allowanca. The four and one-

half year old quonset type huts are weak structurally and will have

to be braced and shored to withstand the 110 knot winds to which ax-
posed, Furniture and furnishings are mainly homemade and at a minimum.

3 An inventory of public property, title B, was completed 30
Juns 1948, Some items are awaiting survey when a boerd of survey can
be convensd., An acetylens gsnerator is carried on the books even
though stowed in an abandoned hut at Baxter Cove since the station
was built, A few articles sre marked as "not located™ and seem to
have disappeared when sent to Massacre Bay for repalrs. When Coast
Guard personnel are stationed at Messacre Bay an attempt to find this
squipment will be started.
